Any foreign language MINOR may now begin at the 101 level.





Students, such as El Ed. Majors, may want to pursue a language minor, particularly in Spanish. Such a minor would be beneficial to them and their future students. As currently listed, many minors begin at the 211 level. Students will continue to take placement exams and anyone with sufficient background will still begin at 211 or even 311, but this change would allow students to minor in a language not previously studied. It would also equalize the languages.























Minors in Language





French, German, Greek, Italian, Latin and Spanish:  18 credits at the elementary level or above.  Placement in a previously studied language will be determined by Placement Testing in the Language Learning Center.





Portuguese:  15 credits consisting of PORT 110, PORT 210, and two advanced Portuguese courses.





Minors in Japanese and Russian are sometimes possible, depending on the availability of courses in these languages or through study abroad.





Japanese:  18 credits at the elementary level or higher.





Russian:  16 credits, consisting of RUSS 110, RUSS 210 and 6 additional credits. 





Students who minor in two languages must complete 12 credits in each language beginning at the intermediate level or higher.





Elementary courses in any language are not open to students who have studied two or more years of the same language in high school.  Exceptions to this policy must be approved by the Department of Foreign Languages and Literatures.
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Minors in Language





French, German, Spanish:  18 credits at the intermediate level or higher





Greek, Italian, Latin:  18 credits at the elementary level or higher.





Portuguese:  15 credits consisting of PORT 110, PORT 210, and two advanced Portuguese courses.





Minors in Japanese and Russian are sometimes possible, depending upon the availability of courses in these languages.  They consist of 18 credits at the elementary level or higher.








Students who minor in two languages must complete 12 credits in each language beginning at the intermediate level or higher.
