Advising Information for Fifth-Year B.S./M.S. Secondary Education Program

Many of these majors already have advisement in place for students interested in pursuing secondary education certification and the list below only serves to make complete the competencies in each content area mandated by the Pennsylvania Department of Education.  In addition to these competencies, Act 354 of the Pennsylvania School Code mandates that all certification candidates take two (2) math and two (2) English courses, one of which must be in literature.

Undergraduate candidates for the Fifth-Year B.S./M.S. program in Secondary Education need the following courses (in addition to the courses in their major; some of the required courses could be taken as electives within the major) in their undergraduate program in order to be eligible for Pennsylvania Department of Education certification:

This proposal will add Secondary Education to the current five-year B.S./M.S programs offered by the Education Department.  The application requirements are the same for existing five-year programs and include:


The application is due 1 February of the junior year.  


During the Fall and Spring semester of the senior year, successful applicants will take 6 graduate credits (2 courses) to contribute to both the B.S and M.S. degree. (Note: this corresponds with the current university policy that states that up to 12 graduate credits may be taken for this purpose.)


All students must take a comprehensive exam before the Master’s degree will be awarded.


All students must pass the appropriate Praxis tests for certification and have a 3.0 GPA.





Undergraduates majoring in an academic major that could lead to Pennsylvania Department of Education Certification would have an opportunity to major in Secondary Education in the fifth year at The University and receive teacher certification and a master’s degree, given successful completion of the program.

There will be a minimal impact on academic departments to advise undergraduate candidates to take courses in the undergraduate major that will meet Pennsylvania Department of Education standards.  Departments, as a result of work completed in Teacher Education Committee (TEC) meetings, have already selected these courses. (See attached.)  A list of these courses will be given to CAS Academic Advisors.  In addition, each candidate will consult with an advisor in the CPS Advising Center who will assist students with PDE requirements and deadlines for application to the program.

There is no old major course grid since this is an addition to an existing program. (No other forms seemed to fit this category.)  





It is important to note that the Education Department has made the following decisions regarding the Secondary Education B.S./M.S. Program:


Students will proceed through the program in a cohort, in order to ensure appropriate class sizes and to minimize scheduling issues.


Intersession will be used to combine Field III and Specific Methods as a field-based block, using one of our PDS sites with an on-site coordinator who will work closely with students and cooperating teachers and a university instructor/supervisor who will also work on-site.


Education department faculty discussed the implications of teaching during Intersession and concurred that we have routinely taught during Intersession and will continue to do so.


It is equally important to note that the TEC members and their corresponding departments have worked diligently to review PDE standards and select undergraduate courses that will satisfy these competency standards. The advising procedures currently in place will assist students with taking the coursework necessary to meet the competencies.
