Rationale for the Course:

Supply chain management is the next step in the natural progression of firms which practice both integrated logistics management and more modern manufacturing techniques such as JIT, synchronous manufacturing and constraint management.  As firms postpone manufacturing until after orders are received, the critical elements of information systems, and supply chain fulfillment come into focus.  As firms are cooperating more and sharing information they are practicing supply chain management.

While this course does not replace an existing one, it replaces a special topics course in logistics which was offered twice.

Catalog course description:
