Course Description:
A review of human anatomy for physician assistant students with emphasis on clinical anatomy.  A regional approach emphasizing skeletal, muscular, circulatory, and nervous structures comprising the head, neck, truck, and extremities.  In addition, the contents of the thoracic and abdominal cavities will also be examined.  Human prosections are included.  Six lectures and six laboratory sessions.  Registration limited to visiting physician assistant students.

Course Objectives:  

1. Know the major components of the musculoskeletal system, vasculature and nerve supply to the trunk region.

2. Know the anatomy of the vertebral column and spinal cord.

3. Know the common clinical problems of the trunk region including low back pain, neck pain and postural anomalies.

4. Know the organization of the viscera of the abdominal cavity.

5. Know the common clinical problems of the abdominal region including polycystic kidneys, gall stones, aortic aneurysms, and hepatomegaly.

6. Know the muscles of facial expression, muscles of mastication, the major vasculature and nerve supply of the head and neck.

7. Understand the neurological exam of the cranial nerves.

8. Know the major musculoskeletal structures, vasculature, and nerve supply of the lower extremities.

9. Know the common neurological signs and symptoms of the lower extremities.

10. Know the major musculoskeletal structures, vasculature and nerve supply of the upper extremities.

11. Know the common neurological signs and symptoms of the upper extremities.

12. Know the major anatomical landmarks of the heart and lungs.

13. Know the major surface anatomy landmarks of the body.
