COURSE GOALS AND OBJECTIVES 

This course is based on the assumption that when done properly, all theology is pastoral. For the last several centuries, however, theology has become compartmentalized and often abstract and inaccessible, both to Christians in general and to those who minister to them. Hence, the goal of the course is to learn how to "read" in a pastoral way both classical theological texts and liturgy and rituals, and to reflect theologically on one's pastoral experience. It will be conducted in seminar format, with different members inviting discussion each week.

Paper # 1 due 3/21: a pastoral reading of a classical "non -pastoral" theological text. about 10 pp. 

If you wish, you may revise and resubmit paper a second time. 

Paper #2 due 4/17: a pastoral reading of a liturgical ritual, in light of Lathrop's analysis. 4-5 pp. 

Paper #3 due 5/16: an analysis of your pastoral experience, as depicted in your journal, in light of some of the theologies of ministry studied in class
