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Education For Justice 
As a Jesuit university founded on the Gospel, The University of Scranton is committed to “the service of faith and the promotion of justice.”  Education for justice

· enables us to reflect on the meaning of justice

· makes us aware of injustice in our society and throughout the world, and of efforts being made to remedy injustice

· introduces us to various methods of analysis, so that we may be able to respond.

A significant dimension of this commitment is social justice, concerned with how social, political, and economic structures impact individuals and groups, especially the impoverished and the less powerful, as well as the environment.

Funding is available for new initiatives or for the enhancement of existing programs that fulfill this description of education for justice.

Guidelines for Funding Applications
· Funding applications may be submitted by any members of the University community (faculty, staff, students).  Preference will be given to projects that promote the annual theme.

· The application below should be completed as a Microsoft Word document and sent as an e-mail attachment to the Education for Justice Office justice-education@scranton.edu 
· Projects can be funded in amounts up to $5,000.  Proposals unaccompanied by an itemized budget cannot be considered.

· In general, projects are to be completed within one calendar year from the time the application is approved.  Exceptions may be made for projects that involve a multi-year plan.  Within one month after conclusion of the project, a brief evaluation should be submitted to the Education for Justice Office.

· Where possible, the proposal should include some means for participants in the project to share what they have learned with the larger University community.

· Applications will be reviewed three times a year, subject to the availability of funds:
May 15   

October 1    

January 15

All requests for funding greater than $1000 should be submitted by the October 1 deadline.

· Requests are reviewed by Dr. Anthony Ferzola, Coordinator of Education for Justice, and by members of the Education for Justice Advisory Board.
