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The Archbishop Romero we are most familiar with is the articulate advocate for the disenfranchised who seemed so fearless in the final three years of his life.  
This talk will take you "behind the scenes" to Romero's "hidden years," exploring the complex psychological and spiritual struggles that contributed to making him the man we see as Archbishop.  
What God asked of Romero, God asks of each Christian - to reveal the Glory of God!   The change of heart that empowered Romero to do so – the conversion to which Romero’s life and death calls contemporary Christians - is the topic of tonight's gathering.
Dr. Damian Zynda earned a doctorate in Systematic Theology and Christian Spirituality from the University of St. Michael's College at the Toronto School of Theology in 2004.  She is a Faculty member in the Christian Spirituality Program at Creighton University.  Damian is primarily involved in spiritual formation in the Ignatian tradition and has directed retreats in the USA, Canada and Ireland.
